INTERPRETATION

Section 2 (1)
In this Act,

"band"” means a body of
Indians

{a) for whose wuse and
benefit in common, lands,
the legal title to which is
vested in Her Majesty, have
been set apart before, on or
after the 4th day of
September 1951,

{(b) for whose use and
benefit in common, moneys
are held by Her Majesty, or

{¢c) declared by the Governor
in Council to be a band for
the purposes of this Act;

"Band List" means a list of
persons that is maintained
under Section 8 by a band or
in the Department;

Section 2 (1)

In this Act the followling
words have the meanings that
are given them {in this
section,

"band™ means a group of
Indlans

{a) who share the use and
benefit of reserve lands,

{b) who share moneys held by
the Department of Indian
Affairs and Northern Develop-
ment {(the Department), or

{c) a group of Indians which
the federal cabinet has said
is a band;

"*Band List" means a 1ist of
persons kept by a band or in
the Department pursuant to
Section 8 {Band Lists):



"¢ehild" includes a child
born in or out of wedlock a
legally adopted child and a
child adopted in accordance
with Indfan custom,

*councl] of the band" means

(a) In the case of a band to
which Section 74 applies,
the council established
pursuant to that section,

(b) in the case of a band to
which Section 74 does not
apply, the council chosen
according to the custom of
the band, or, where there |is
no council, the chief of the
band chosen according to the
custom of the band;

"¢child" includes a child bor
fin or out of wedlock, an
Indian or non-Indian child
legally adopted and an Indian
or a non-Indfan child adopted
in accordance with Indian
custom,

"council of the band" means

(a) either a council elected
under the election provisions
in Sections 74 to 80, or

(b)) a council, or chief
chosen according to band
custom;

"Department" means the
Department of Indian Affairs
and Northern Development;

"elector" means a person who
(a) is registered on the
Band List, ‘

(b) Is of the full age of
eighteen years and

(c) is not disqualified from
voting at band elections;

"estate" in¢cludes real and
personal property and any
interest in land;

"Department®” means the
Department of Indian Affairs
and Northern Development;

"elector" means a person who
is

(a) registered on a Band
List,

(b) aged 18 or more; and

(c) ¢can vote in band
elections (that is, somebody
who wsually 1lives on
reserve);

"estate" means everything a
person owns--land , leases,
money, car, house, furniture,
television, clothes and so
on;
